What is a WoRM?
Workshop Rotation Model of teaching Sunday school.  We call it CrossWalk.  

What does it look like?
Lessons are designed to be creative, media inspired, kid-pleasing, workshops that teach Bible stories.  These workshops can include:
· crafts
· drama

· audiovisuals
· Bible games

· puppets

· cooking
· music

Groups, led by their shepherds, rotate to new workshops each week for four weeks, This is the “rotation” period.   During the four-week period only one Bible story is taught.  The entire rotation – every workshop, every week- is focused on learning that one Bible story.


Why do we have Crosswalk set up in this way?
At St. Andrew, we believe that we are all God’s children, but we are not the same.  Kids learn in a variety ways.  We plan workshops that mirror this idea of “Multiple Intelligences.”
